IMAC noted the actions taken on the
decision of the IMAC in its meeting held on
04.08.2016.

Change in lending bank and
recalculation of grant in respect of
integrated cold chain project of M/s
Neutrons Agri Produce, Udham
Singh Nagar, Uttarakhand.

IMAC approved the change in lending bank
from Punjab National Bank to Bank of
Baroda. However, IMAC did not accede to
the request of the promoter for re-calculation
of the grant.

IMAC decided that the cost of Technical
Civil Work (TCW) for collection centre and
sorting grading hall amounting to Rs. 622.20
lakh may not be considered eligible for grant
calculation as this is an expansion project
and collection centre and grading packing
hall has been envisaged at ground level and
at basement, respectively of the existing
building in which distribution hub is also
setup.
